Bespoke permit 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]We have decided to grant the permit for a septic tank and infiltration system serving Delyn Aur operated by Mr. Alex Phillips.  
The application number is PAN-022418.   
The permit number is EPR/CB3994HY. 

[bookmark: _Hlk141433955]The permit regulates an existing ground water discharge from two septic tank and infiltration systems at The Dawn of Day, Grosmont, Abergavenny, NP7 8NA. The system serves a single domestic property which relies on a borehole within 50 metres of the infiltration system to supply domestic water. The proximity of the borehole to the infiltration system rules out exemption eligibility. The system has a total daily discharge of 1.5 cubic metres.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
