	i) The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 

There are physical barriers such as roads, fields and hedges between all fields and the SSSI Afon teifi.

Field 9 has a 20m buffer zone around slopes around a watercourse at the fields edge. 

Spreading is low trajectory, using a dribble bar followed by soil incorporation. 

Spread rates are relatively low and nutrients are being applied within the spread limits of RB209.  

the closest point between the fields and the SAC is 115ms.
