Bespoke permit 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]We have decided to grant the permit for Land at Caerffynnon, Caerffynnon, Dyffryn Arduwy, LL44 2HZ operated by Mr Aled Jones. The application number is PAN-022322. 
The permit number is EPR/CB3998FL. 

The permit regulates a new bespoke discharge of diluted Organophosphate waste sheep dip to ground using a vacuum tanker onto a minimum disposal area measured at 0.17 hectares. The discharge will be diluted at a 3:1 ratio i.e., 0.9 cubic metres of slurry or water to 0.3 cubic metres of working strength dip (1.2 cubic metres per discharge). The applicant intends to dip twice per annum and thus a maximum total volume of 2.4 cubic metres (diluted) is to be dispersed.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
