Key issues of the decision 

Variation application EPR/KP3795FU/V007 (PAN-003267) was made to include additional waste codes into the permit, and to increase a permitted discharge volume. All waste codes applied for were approved to be added to the permit, however some were removed from the application at the request of the permit holder.
This variation application (EPR/KP3795FU/V009 PAN-020273) is to add one of these waste codes into the permit. All assessments were carried out under the determination of EPR/KP3795FU/V007 and all relevant documents were incorporated into the permit under that variation and are still applicable.

	Environmental risk
	We have reviewed the operator's assessment of the environmental risk from the facility under EPR/KP3795FU/V007 (PAN-003267).
The operator’s risk assessment is satisfactory.

	

	Operating techniques
	Operating techniques as assessed under EPR/KP3795FU/V007 (PAN-003267) 
The operator identified suitable measures in accordance with the relevant technical guidance note for waste activities; ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’.
The operator submitted waste acceptance procedures detailing measures to prevent acceptance of unauthorised wastes.
The measures included in the waste acceptance procedures were assessed and are considered as suitable. This has not changed.

	

	The permit conditions

	Waste types 
	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 
We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes for the following reasons:
· The proposed waste types are suitable for the nature of the permitted facility
· The operator has suitable waste acceptance procedures in place.
We have excluded the liquid wastes in accordance with the Landfill Regulations, and as they are already excluded.
We made these decisions with respect to waste types in accordance with the ‘Council Decision 2003/33/EC’, ‘Waste acceptance at landfills - Guidance on waste acceptance procedures and criteria’ and ‘Waste Sampling and Testing for Disposal to Landfill’.





	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
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
