Training Plan
Dip is purchased by Mr Huw Rhys Davies (Accreditation Number: 500/7692/9), who supervises the dipping procedure on behalf of Mr C W Davies. All staff involved in the dipping procedure are encouraged to complete training through the Farming Connect Skills and Training programme.
A risk assessment has been undertaken to cover the practice, including recording of accidents or near misses and a review of practices if any of these occur.

Complaints Record
All complaints are recorded on the attached sheet. They are investigated within a week of the complaint being recorded, initially by informal discussion with the complainant. If necessary an independent advisor may be appointed to investigate and mediate between the business and the person who lodged the complaint. Any actions taken are recorded next to the complaint.

[bookmark: _heading=h.95ui80aslb6x]In line with the Code of good agricultural practice (COGAP): For the Protection of Water, Soil and Air for Wales, sheep dipping nor the spreading of the waste sheep dip shall not take place if rain is likely within 24 hours.
