This introductory note does not form a part of the notice

The following notice gives notice of the variation of an environmental permit.
This is an operator-initiated variation to a Tier 3 bespoke permit. 
This variation is to include additional waste codes (16 03 03* and 16 03 04) that may be accepted at the facility and to increase the annual throughput from 500 tonnes to 1,000 tonnes per annum. The additional waste codes are similar to the content of the batteries already accepted at the facility. The additional waste codes comprise of metallic scrap/ offcut materials originating from the battery manufacturer’s production line and is supplied in rolls or sheets and contained within sealed containers and bags. 
Relevant storage and capacity thresholds have been included in the permit to reflect the legal waste facility operational limits; above which, the site would be operating as an Industrial Emissions Directive installation. (See Table S1.1 for relevant limits).
No other changes have been made to the permit. 
The schedules specify the changes made to the original permit.

Anode material and cathode material must be stored separately, in sealed containers, either within secure containers or inside a building.

Treatment operations shall be limited to manual and/or mechanical:

· cutting
· crushing
· bulking up for onwards transfer
of permitted waste for the purpose of recovery.

[bookmark: _Hlk54249670]Treatment operations shall be limited to “dry” processes. There shall be no treatment operations involving pyro-metallurgical or hydrometallurgical processes.

There shall be no treatment of hazardous waste that is produced on site other than bulking up for onward transfer. Only hazardous waste accepted under 16 03 03* is permitted to be treated. 

The maximum quantity of hazardous waste treated at the site for recovery shall not exceed 10 tonnes per day.

The maximum quantity of hazardous waste that can be stored at the site in total for recovery or disposal, shall not exceed 50 tonnes at any one time.
