Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for The Paddock operated by G & M Davies Limited.

The permit number is EPR/DB3092HP
This permit regulates a new discharge of 3.6m3/day of domestic sewage effluent from a package treatment plant built to BS12566 to ground via a new infiltration system built to British Standard 6297:2007 + A1:2008. The system serves 6 domestic properties. 2 of the properties are existing and are currently served by a septic tank and infiltration which has been in existence since the late 70s which will be replaced by this this new package treatment plant and infiltation system. The other 4 properties will be new holiday lodges. In order to reduce the total amount of Phosphorus discharged the package treatment plant will have phosphate stripping: Ferric Chloride.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.

	The permit conditions

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  
· 10mg/l ATU-BOD as O2 as (max)
· 3 mg/l Ammonical Nitrogen (max)
· 0.3 m/gl Phosphorus (mean)
· 20 mg/l Suspended Solids (max)
· 4,000 µg/l Iron (max)

We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. A Phosphorus limit has been set to comply with current planning regulations for developments within SACs.  Additional limits have been set to ensure additional protection of the Dee SAC, should the discharge migrate through the bedrock to the stream within the locality and eventually reach the River Dee.

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	We are satisfied that this decision is compatible with our general purpose of pursuing the sustainable management of natural resources in relation to Wales and applying the principles of sustainable management of natural resources”
