Natural Resources Wales permitting decisions

Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Mona Precast operated by Mona Precast (Anglesey) Ltd.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-019716.
The permit number is EPR/DB3093ZD.
This permit regulates an existing discharge of storm/rainwater from a concrete yard to the edge of the site during periods of heavy rain. The applicant has installed a new treatment system to treat the discharge.

The discharge will be treated by drawing water from the collection ditch by the existing pump. It will then be fed by into a flocculation tank with a flocculant: Anionic polyacrimide and coagulant: poly Aluminium Chloride to separate the solids and liquids. The amount of flocculant and coagulant used will be pH dependent but will not exceed 10mg/l. This mixture will then pass into the settlement tank where solids settle out and the clear supernatant passes through the storage tanks for use in the concrete process. When there is overflow of the storage tanks due to heavy rain conditions it flows back into the ditch. As the contaminated water will have already been put though the Waste Water Treatment system, any overflow will be rainwater only with no chemical addition. The maximum discharge rate will be 2.8 litres/second.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
•	Suspended Solids (measured after during ay 105oC) – 40mg/l
•	Total Aluminium as Al – 1,000µg/l
•	pH between 6 -9

The suspended solids limits has been set in order to protect the receiving environment following consultation with the Local Environment Team. It has been set lower than the current Water Quality Standard of 50mg/l in order to protect the receiving watercourse.
The total Aluminium limit has been set as the MAC EQS.
The pH limit has been set in order to safeguard the receiving environment.

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
