Fields 1, 2, 3 and 4 also contain moderately sloping land (7-12o). Although the slopes are contained to the fields. 

The stackable sludges will be spread via rear discharge spreader. The non-stackable liquid sludges will be spread via dribble bar or low trajectory splash plate. Liquid wastes will be spread via umbilical cord using a dribble bar. The reason for the range in application methods is due to the liquid wastes having a variation in silt composition. Which may block the dribble bar therefore, making a low trajectory splash plate a more favourable choice when applying the water wastes. These are appropriate methods to spread the waste and the added justification has been accepted for a range in application methods for the liquid waste. 
No more than 50t/ha will be spread on a field in any 3-week period to allow the soil to effectively uptake the wastes.
