We have decided to grant the permit for Henstent Holiday Park operated by Pale Wood Holiday Park Limited.

The permit number is EPR-DB3096CL
A new discharge of 4.2m3/day serving a static caravan park. There are seven caravans in total, fully serviced which can accommodate four people. The discharge is secondary treated by a package treatment plant and discharges to the Afon Tanat.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

We have not formally consulted  on the application.  The decision was taken in accordance with our guidance. 

Berwyn SPA and SSSI are to the north west of the discharge point and there is no impact pathway from the Afon Tanant to these designated sites. An Appendix 4 has not been completed for this reason.

The discharge was screened using a radius of xx. Berwyn SPA is approximately 453m away to the north and there is no hydrological pathway.
