Brief Description of proposal:

The application is for a new discharge of domestic sewage effluent originating from a single domestic property (4 bedrooms) and seasonal tent pitches (15 campers maximum), the maximum daily volume of the discharge will be 2m3/day. The treatment system comprises of a septic tank, horizontal flow reed bed and a final vertical flow reed bed. The discharge is to a small un-named watercourse/drain, the applicant has confirmed that the watercourse has constant flow and does not dry up at any time during the year. The applicant is also aware of the importance of proper maintenance of reed bed systems and will have a stringent management system in place should a permit be issued. The system is not yet built.
