[image: ]Field PL3 contains a small area of moderately sloping land (7-12o). The waste being spread is non stackable sludge, so the runoff risk is lower than liquids. The waste will also be spread via soil injection which reduces the risk of surface runoff.
The rest of the fields are located on flat to gently sloping land (0-7o) and do not pose a surface runoff risk. 



Flood risk 

[image: ]Fields PL5, PL6 and PL7 are on land that has a high risk of flooding from rivers (River Dee) and from smaller water courses ( high risk).  The storage areas (lagoons and field nurse tanks) are not located in the areas that are prone to flooding. 
CoGAP states that wastes should not be spread on fields likely to flood. As a result, in the request for information field PL6 will be asked to be removed from the deployment. Fields PL7, PL5 and PL3 will also need no spread buffer zones in place in areas where there is a high flood risk. The flood risk is due to the River dee which is designed as an SSSI and SAC. The applicant has stated weather conditions would be monitored but flooding is difficult to predict. 
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
