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Step 1: Drive machine to maintenance area of yard

1.1  Maneuver machine to maintenance area of yard.
1.2  Park machine.
1.3  Switch off engine.
1.4  Open grab tines and place on the ground in a safe area
1.5  Remove keys from machine.

Collision hazard, check parking area is clear of pedestrians and obstacles before maneuvering in to the maintenance area.
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Step 2: Visual inspection of the material handler grab attachment 
 
1.1 Turn off machine, remove keys and exit the cab
1.2 Visually inspect each tine and hydraulic cylinder for any defects or fluid leaks. 
1.3 Grease each tine in-line with the OEM manual 
1.4 Inspect tips for wear and replace in-line with OEM manual 
1.5 Re-enter cab and start machine
1.6 Operate grab open and closed to ensure operation is acceptable
1.7 Hand machine over back into operations.
