Brief Description of proposal:

DCWW have applied to vary the discharge permit for Crymych WwTW Storm Discharge as the WwTW has been given an ND1 driver – scheme to meet the requirements of the Water Framework Directive (WFD) No Deterioration for Ammonia. The scheme proposed to meet this driver includes a new inlet works and treatment process which will provide an increase in the Pass Forward Flow (PFF) from 12.19 litres per second (l/s) to 12.37 l/s which is 6xDWF. Since the works will treat flows to 6xDWF, it is proposed that the existing storm tanks are abandoned and the screened storm overflow will discharge directly to the watercourse. A storm spills assessment has been undertaken to assess the impact of this proposal which can be found in the solutions document supplied as part of the application on the DMS. An application to vary the Crymych WwTW Final Effluent discharge permit BP0044401 as part of this scheme was issued on 25/04/2018.
DCWW applied to vary the permit once in 2018 and again at the beginning of 2019 but subsequently withdrew the applications due to lack of information and for DCWW to confirm a solution to resolve the problem of inundation of the package treatment works which is outlined below. 
The peak flow to the works was incorrectly determined and the inlet works was sized to take a max flow of 24l/s. During storm conditions, the works has been receiving flows in excess of 150l/s and the new inlet works has overtopped, resulting in localised flooding on site. In order to address this, DCWW shall install a Huber Rotamat Rok1 screen upstream of the Haigh package plant to provide compliant screening for the high storm flows. The storm flows would then tie-in to the existing storm outfall. 







Habitats Screening Report – Designations or protected species/habitats:

The habitats screening report can be found on the DMS here dated the 10th January 2019. There was no need to re-screen as the information supplied for variation PAN-005305 is the same as PAN-004245.
