[bookmark: _GoBack]We have decided to grant the permit for Eastmoor Farm operated by Mr Ian Archer.

The permit number is EPR/BB3294FM
The discharge is for:
The permit regulates a new discharge of secondary treated domestic sewage effluent originating from a single domestic property with 4 bedrooms and seasonal tent pitches on site. The maximum daily discharge volume is 2m3/day. The treatment system comprises of a septic tank, vertical flow reed bed and final horizontal flow reed bed. The discharge is to a small unnamed watercourse.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	We are satisfied that the applicant (now the operator) is the person who will have control over the operation of the facility after the grant of the permit.  The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 1 Understanding the meaning of operator.

	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.

	

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.


	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site due to the nature of the proposal. 

We have not formally consulted  on the application.  The decision was taken in accordance with our guidance.

	No FORM 1 completed:

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site 
Note: From OGN 200 - no conceivable impact on any Natura 2000 site, by virtue of the scale or location or nature of the project.

The proposal was screened to 500m and although there are 2 SACs within this distance, due to the flow direction the proposal would take (away from the site), I have concluded that there is no hydrological connectivity and therefore there will be no impact upon the designations of the SACs from this proposal.
	

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant. 

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.

	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
