	i) The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 

There is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 

Nearest fields are over 300m from the SSSI Afon Teifi. There are physical barriers and other fields between the SSSI and the applications deployment area.  

Applicant is using accurate and low trajectory methods of spreading. 

Water courses and field boundaries have a buffer zone in line with permit conditions or 5m (which ever is greater).

Slopes which are 12+ degrees have a no spread zone covering them.  

CoGAP will be observed, SSRA is in place as is a site specific odour management plan.
