The main features of the permit are as follows.

Drefor Broiler Unit will be operated by Mr Morton Powell. The installation
will compromise of two broiler sheds with a maximum capacity of 110,000
broiler chickens for meat production. The annual meat production capacity
will be 1735t; there will be approximately 8 cycles per annum at a length
of 38-days with a 7-day turnaround per crop. The units will be ventilated
by high speed ridge mounted fans, each with a short chimney. Litter will
not be stored at the installation but will be spread on operator-controlled
land in compliance with a manure management plan.
