Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Gelli Farm operated by Mr Simon Parker & Mrs Emma Parker.

The permit number is EPR-DB3190CW.

The permit regulates a new discharge from a package treatment plant into an unnamed ditch to the River Dee at Gelli Farm at Gelli Farm, Gelli Road, Pen-yr-Allt, Trelogan, Holywell, CH8 9DD.  The British Standard package treatment plant will serve a residential property. The maximum daily discharge volume is 1.5 cubic metre per day and the effluent is domestic in nature.  The system replaces an existing septic tank.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The discharge activity screens out from needing further assessment under WFD as it is not in a water body at high status or high status for morphology, and it is listed in Annex D as a low risk activity plus there is no in combination impact.

WFD stage 1 screening has been completed and the activity/project have been ruled out as not requiring any further WFD Regulations 2017 assessment. Or, further assessment is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any water body or Protected Area.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Habitat Regulation Assessment for a designated site under the EU Habitats Directive
	No FORM 1 completed:

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. There are no designated sites within screening distance of WQ - Non point source GW activity risk screening report. 

The proposal was screened to a radius of 500m from the discharge point.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory.
