Fields 13 , 11 & 8 contain small areas of land that are moderately sloping at 7-12o. These areas are contained to the spreading fields with little risk of runoff outside the spreading area. The application method of applying the stackable sludge via rear discharge spreader, the liquid wastes via low trajectory splash plate, the Penhesgyn waste by soil injection are all appropriate methods of applying the wastes.  . No more than 50t/ha will be spread on a field in any 3-week period to allow the soil to effectively absorb the wastes and mitigate runoff.
