	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The operator has provided an Operating Techniques Management Plan which follows the requirements of How to comply with your Environmental Permit. This includes Management and Control, Environmental Risk Assessment, Environmental Management System, Fire Prevention Management Plan, Waste acceptance, processing and storage.

These have been incorporated into the conditions of the Permit.

	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 

We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes for the following reasons. 

We are satisfied that the waste types applied for are consistent with the type of waste operation and the environmental controls and site infrastructure .

We made these decisions with respect to waste types in accordance with How to comply with your Environmentral Permit.

	

	Pre-operational conditions
	Based on the information in the application, we consider that we need to impose pre-operational conditions.   
This is to ensure that the site complies with the Fire Prevention and Mitigation Plan submitted with the application. 
	

	Incorporating the application
	We have specified that the applicant must operate the permit in accordance with descriptions in the application, including all additional information received as part of the determination process.  

These descriptions are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.
	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Technical competence
	Technical competency is required for activities permitted.
The operator is a member of an agreed scheme.
