A river network runs around the field boundary of T6 and near to the boundary of the bottom of T5. Another water course also runs on the boundary of T10. Both rivers are clearly marked on the submitted site maps and 10 Meter no spread buffer zones have been implemented to account for any potential run off risk.  
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A river runs along the top end of both T20 and T19. The river itself is not in direct proximity to the field, however a 10m buffer zone has been implemented along the edges closest to the watercourse, mitigating any potential run off risk.

Field T11 is 10.33m from protected habitat: Lowland dry acid grassland. Ariel images suggest this area is now a agriculturally improved. Due to this and the section of road between the spreading fields and habitat, run off risk is low, no action required.  Field T9 has a protected habitat 72.86m and 135.77m from its border: purple moor grass and rush as well as lowland dry acid grassland, lowland Calcareous grassland and purple moor grass and rush respectively.  Due to the distance no impact pathway is perceived. Field T5 has an area of purple moor grass and rush 132.61m and 171.35m from its border. Due to the large no spread zone implemented on this border no impact pathway is perceived. Field T13 has a protected habitat of purple moor grass and rush 62.23m from it's border, no impact pathway perceived.

Field T5, T4, T7 and T14 contain areas of moderately sloping land (0-7o). The slope continues outside the boundary of the field. Bordering T5 and T14 as shown above there is an area of ancient woodland. T14 has a no spread buffer on the border closest to the woodland, although it’s size is not specified. Due to the physical form of the waste, application method and that the sloping is contained to the middle section of the field, no impact pathway is perceived. Field T5 has a 10m no spread buffer around it border, however the sloping runs directly into the woodland. 

[image: ]The terrain found in field T14 gently slopes downward from point A to point B. Point A denotes the highest elevation in the field with point B being the lower region. This gradual decline shows there would be a natural drainage in the field away from the ancient woodland at point A and as such no impact is determined on this sensitive receptor.

The terrain found in field T5 gently slopes downward from point A to point B. Point A denotes the highest elevation in the field with point B being the lower region. This gradual decline shows there would be a natural drainage into the ancient woodland that borders the southern section of the field. There is a 10m no spread buffer implemented here, this is not sufficient due to the slope, high iron concentration  and application waste of the waste to be spread.
