Technical competence for waste operations 

The primary qualification for the rule set is MROC12. 

4TSH (Managing Transfer Hazardous Waste) is held and can be used in place of the primary award. 

The Technically Competent Manager holds valid continuing competencies in TSH (transfer- hazardous waste), TMH (treatment- hazardous waste) and LH (landfill- hazardous waste). 

The operator has been informed that the Technically Competent Manager must obtain the correct Continuing Competence qualification (TSNH (Transfer - Non - Hazardous Waste)) when their existing Continuing Competence becomes due in September 2025 as per current CIWM/WAMITAB guidance.

Landowner notification
