Fields 7694, 9466, 1079, 4984, 7785 and 9408 contain areas small areas of land that is highly sloping (12o+). The applicant has implemented no spread buffer zones in these areas to minimize the risk of surface runoff.
Fields 5560, 6856, 6971, 7694, 9977, 9466 1079, 4984 and 9408 contain areas of land moderately sloping at 7-12o . The applicant has implemented appropriate no spread buffer zones around water courses to minimize the risk of surface runoff into water courses. 
A 20 meter no spread zone is in place in fields 6856 , 5560 & 6971 to minimize runoff into a water course hydrologically contented to the river Usk SAC and SSSI.  
The application rate is split into two applications of  27.5 t/ha (55 t/ha total) which is a low application rate for the singular waste stream. This will the soil to effectively uptake the waste into the soil.
The waste is being applied to the soil via dribble bar which directly places the wastes onto the soil which is more accurate method of applying the wastes.
