We have decided to grant the permit for Kil Green Cottage operated by Mr Charles Hardy and Mr Nichoulas Jenkins.

The permit number is EPR-DB3196CU.
The discharge is for a package treatment plant into Wych Brook at Kil Green Cottage, Higher Wych, Malpas, SY14 7JT.  The British Standard package treatment plant will serve a residential property. The maximum daily discharge volume is 1 cubic metre per day and the effluent is domestic in nature. 
 
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
