Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit Pont y Felin Lane, New Inn, Pontypool, Torfaen NP4 0TN operated by Morgan Sindall Construction & Infrastructure.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-022351.
The permit number is EPR/DB3198HN.

The permit regulates the dewatering and pumping of groundwater from a construction site using floculant (Anionic polymer) with a single discharge point. Limits are set to control the discharge rate, suspended solid concentration and pH. The dewatering activities are expected to last for approximately 6 months.
The effluent will be treated by using a chemical pre-treatment, pH correction with Sodium Hydroxide dosing and a Siltbuster system. Attenuation lagoons will provide steady-state flow to the treatment system.
The site is being developed to become a natural solution wetland system for a storm overflow outlet.
The maximum discharge rate will 10 litres per second which will discharge into the Afon Lwyd.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
