“The closest main primary water bodies to the Site are the River Taff located approximately 3.2 km to the west; and the River Rhymney located approximately 2.5km to the east. The Nant Caeach and the Nant Cylla are two smaller water bodies that are tributaries to the River Taff, and the River Rhymney respectively, and located 1.5km to the west and east respectively, as shown in Drawing HRA3. There are a number of surface water springs and surface water features in close proximity to the quarry and the larger site area. The closest up-gradient water feature (a stream) is located approximately 268m to the northwest of the current quarry area, located at the southwestern corner of the Waun Rhydd SINC running along the bund into Gelliargwellt Uchaf Farm. The majority of the surface water features are located down gradient, at a lower level to the south and southwest of the site.”
