We have decided to grant the permit for Plasnewydd operated by Heather Barc.

The permit number is EPR-DB3199ZH
The permit regulates a new discharge of 2.4m3/day of secondary treated sewage effluent to an infiltration system via a package treatment plant. The discharge arises from four glamping pods that accommodate 16 people.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
