1.1. [bookmark: _Toc171007646]Application summary 

An application has been made to transfer the environmental permits for Stud Poultry Farm and Stud Farm Biomass Boiler from Nantycordy Farm (Powys) Limited (the “transferor”) to Mr Howell Powell, Mr Ben Powell, and Mr Jake Powell (the “transferee”) in full. The operator has also requested that both permits are consolidated into a single permit.


1.2. [bookmark: _Toc171007647]Our decision

We have decided to grant the transfer for both Nant-y-Corddi Poultry Farm and Nantycordy Farm Biomass Boiler from Nantycordy Farm (Powys) Limited to Mr Howell Powell, Mr Ben Powell, and Mr Jake Powell. We have also consolidated both permits into a single permit as requested in the application. 

[bookmark: _Hlk166763449]We have decided to consolidate the Intensive Farming activities from EPR/CB3397ZT into EPR/NP3931UZ which most recently had limited activities associated with the Biomass Boilers for the farm, but holds the most permitting history for the site.  The EPR/CB3397ZT permit will cease to exist following the permit consolidation. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
2. [bookmark: _Toc171007648]Receipt of the application 

The applications were accepted as duly made on 22/05/2024. This means we considered they were in the correct form and contained sufficient information for us to begin our determination, but not that it necessarily contained all the information we would need to complete that determination.  The applications were received on 06/11/2023 and 08/11/2023 respectively. In order for us to be able to consider the applications duly made, we needed more information.

We requested the following:
Corrections to the application forms 
Updated site boundary plan.
A letter requesting this information was sent to the applicant on 22/05/2024. Upon receipt of this information, on 22/05/2024, we were able to consider the applications duly made. This means we considered them to use the correct forms and contain sufficient information for us to begin our determination, but not that they necessarily contained all the information we would need to complete that determination. 

3. [bookmark: _Toc171007649]Confidential information 
The applicant made no claim for commercial confidentiality, and we have not received information in relation to the applications that appears to be confidential in relation to any party.

4. [bookmark: _Toc171007650]Legislation 
The transfer will be granted under Regulation 21 of the EPR.  The Environmental Permitting regime is a legal vehicle which delivers most of the relevant legal requirements for activities falling within its scope. In particular, the regulated facility is: 
an installation as described by the IED; 
subject to aspects of the Well-Being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the Environment (Wales) Act 2016 which also have to be addressed.  
Any other relevant legislation

NRW is satisfied that the decision on this application is consistent with its general purpose of pursuing the sustainable management of natural resources (SMNR) in relation to Wales and applying the principles of SMNR.
5. [bookmark: _Toc171007651]The Installation 

Whilst the permitted regulated facilities have not changed as a result of the transfer, the activities listed in Table S1.1 of EPR/NP3931UZ have been amended to include those listed in Table S1.1 of EPR/CB3397ZT as part of the permit consolidation.

All activities that are listed in permit EPR/NP3831UZ following this transfer and consolidation were either already listed in the permit or were listed in EPR/CB3397ZT. The only change is that they are now listed on single permit rather than across two separate permits. 

The operator’s permit will therefore have the following activities listed in Part 2 of Schedule 1 to the Environmental Permitting Regulations:
Section 6.9 A (1) (a) Rearing of poultry or pigs in an installation with more than 40000 places for poultry. 

and the following directly associated activities: 
Operation of two Biomass Boiler for site heating

[bookmark: _Toc136527136][bookmark: _Toc171007653]6.2. Operator competence   
[bookmark: _Toc453077977]The new operator is the sole operator of the Installation.

We are satisfied that the new operator is the person who will have control over the operation of the Installation after the permit is transferred and that they will be able to operate the Installation so as to comply with the conditions included in the permit. The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 1 “Understanding the meaning of Operator”[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  RGN 1 Understanding the meaning of 'operator' (naturalresources.wales)] 


Relevant Convictions
The new operator has declared they have no relevant convictions.

NRW’s Enforcement Database has been checked to confirm there are no relevant convictions. No relevant convictions were found. 
The new operator satisfies the criteria in EPR RGN 5 on “Operator Competence”.

Financial Provision
The new operator has declared they have no current or past bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding against them.
There is no known reason to consider that the new operator will not be financially able to comply with the permit.  The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 5 on “Operator Competence”. 
[bookmark: _Toc147755133][bookmark: _Toc171007654]6.2. Environmental Management System 

The new operator has stated in the application that they will implement an Environmental Management System (EMS) that will meet the requirements for an EMS in our “How to comply with your environmental permit guidance”[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  Natural Resources Wales / Guidance to help you comply with your environmental permit] 


The applicant has provided confirmation that they will be using their own management system and have provided a summary of the EMS with their application. 

We have reviewed the application and are satisfied that appropriate management systems and management structures will be in place for this Installation, and that sufficient resources are available to the operator to ensure compliance with all the permit conditions.

7. [bookmark: _Toc171007655]The Permit Conditions

Whilst there have been no changes to the permit’s conditions as a result of the transfer the following permit changes have been made as a result of the consolidation of both permits into one single permit. 

Condition 2.2 of the consolidated permit makes reference to a new site plan in Schedule 7 which shows the extent of the installation covered by this transfer and consolidation and now includes the Intensive Poultry Farming and Biomass Boiler activities. Previously this condition would have referenced a site plan that made a distinction between which parts of the site were regulated under EPR/NP3931UZ and which were regulated under EPR/CB3397ZT. 

Condition 1.5 has been removed from the consolidated permit as this was a condition which allowed the installation to be a multiple operator installation. Following the transfer and consolidation this would no longer be the case, so the condition was removed. 
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
