Bespoke permit 


We have decided to grant the permit for Roath Park Lake Reservoir
operated by Cardiff City Council.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-022299
The permit number is EPR/DB3293FM
The discharge is for two activities; 
1.the annual partial drawdown of the top water level of the lake to allow maintenance of the lake shoreline 
    and 
2. the one­time partial drawdown of the top water level of the lake to allow intrusive investigations to be undertaken within the spillway to inform the design for the replacement spillway that is expected to take up to 3 weeks.
The drawdowns will be facilitated by the operation of the reservoir scour valve, which discharges raw water from the reservoir into the Roath Brook immediately downstream of the dam. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.

	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	Biodiversity and resilience of ecosystems duty
