We have decided to grant the permit for The Long Barn, Cayo Barns, The Dog House, The Granary and The Bull House operated by Andrew Griffiths.

The permit number is EPR/DB3294FX
The permit regulates an existing discharge to ground within a Source Protection Zone 1. Two septic tanks serve five properties and discharge 3.6m3/day to one infiltration system. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
