Under Regulation 22 of the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2016 Natural Resources Wales may revoke an environmental permit.  Natural Resources Wales has decided to revoke the environmental permit for this regulated facility with effect from 8th August 2024.  The reasons for this decision are:

We feel you, as the permit holder, no longer meet the definition of operator as defined in the Environmental Permitting Regulations (EPR) 2010. Regulatory Guidance Series, No RGN 1 – “Understanding the Meaning of Operator” states that ‘we may revoke a permit where the holder of the permit has ceased to be the operator’. 

The following factors were taken into consideration when assessing whether the ‘operator’ has control over the facility and therefore whether they are still considered the operator:
· Does the operator have day to day control of plant operations: No you no longer have access to the site and have operated under the permit for a number of years.
· Can they ensure permit conditions are complied with: No, as you no longer have access to the site you do not have oversight of activities on there or the ability ro ensure permit conditions are complied with.
· Make investment and/or other financial decisions affecting performance of the facility: You no longer have a business interest in the site therefore do not have any financial input / oversite of the facility.
· Ensure that regulated activities are suitably controlled in an emergency: As above you do not have access or a business interest in the site so cannot control activities there in an emergency.

The land the permit is held on is in the process of being sold to a new landowner and therefore the permit holder is no longer the occupant.
We are also aware that some subsistence fees are still outstanding and that the permit holder has not therefore demonstrated financial stability. The outstanding subsistence fees relate to financial year 2023- 1st April 2023-31st March 2024 and financial year 2024- 1st April 2024-31st March 2025

· A copy of any decision or notice which is the subject matter of the appeal
· A statement indicating whether you wish the appeal to be in the form of a hearing or dealt with by way of written representations.

You may withdraw an appeal by notifying PEDW in writing and sending a copy of that notification to Natural Resources Wales.  Further information about making an appeal and the forms that you will need are available from PEDW detailed above.
