We have decided to grant the permit for South Wales Police Joint Fire Arms and Tactical Unit operated by Willmott Dixon.

The permit number is EPR-DB3295ZM
A new South Wales Police Joint Fire Arms and Tactical Unit is being constructed at Pencoed Technology Park. The permit regulates a discharge of treated site drainage which is rainfall dependant. The SUDS treatment system comprises swales and lagoons which discharge at two points into the Ewenny Fach. The discharge is temporary. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A screening report was generated using a distance of 10km. Numerous SSSI sites were picked up in the report however none of the sites were downstream of the discharge points nor hydrologically connected. An Appendix 4 was not undertaken. The screening report is saved to the DMS folder.

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar.

A screening report was generated using a distance of 10km. Two Special Areas of Conservation were screened into the report however, these are terrestrial SAC’s and located over 5km away from the discharge points to the north and northwest. There is no hydrological connection. The screening report is saved to the DMS folder.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.

	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes.

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
· Suspended Solids (measured after drying at 105oC) – 60 mg/l
· pH between 6 -9
