WAMITAB Certificate and Continuing Competence. 
1. ACTION: Provide a copy of the Technically Competent Managers primary competence certificate.
The relevant primary competence qualification for SR2008No1 is CIWM (WAMITAB) Level 4 Medium Risk Operator Competence for Non Hazardous Waste Transfer (601/8527/2) (MROC12), (see Primary Competence - CIWM (WAMITAB) (ciwmquals.co.uk) - search for “SR2008No1” under the Wales tab).
