ACTION:
1. Provide a plan detailing  how you can comply with your permit conditions with the proposed increased throughput from 150,000tpa to 250,000tpa in regard to the points below.

NRW have recorded evidence that you are not currently complying with your existing Permit in relation to Conditions 1.1.1(a), 3.1.2 and 3.5.1. 
These Category 2 Breaches of your Permit Conditions are detailed in Compliance Assessment Report CAR_NRW0045107 which was issued to you on the 13th of September 2024.
Environmental permitting: Core guidance For the Environmental Permitting 
(England and Wales) Regulations 2016 (SI 2016 No 1154),
Environmental permitting: Core guidance (publishing.service.gov.uk), states the following.

7.14. The regulator must not grant a permit if it considers that the operator will not comply with its conditions 
Given that the facility is not currently operating to the waste storage volumes as required by your FPMP (and therefore the permit), we are not clear how you will be able to comply with your approved FPMP when accepting a higher tonnage of waste. Therefore, we need further information to understand how you will meet the requirements of your existing permit and FPMP in terms of:
· stack sizes / volumes
· separation distances
· max. storage times
Note that we are not requesting a revised FPMP. If you wish to amend the amount of waste you can store at any one time, as specified by your approved FPMP, you will need to do so through a normal variation application. 
For the purposes of this application, we are asking only that you demonstrate to us how you will be able to comply with your approved FPMP, with an increased annual throughput of 250,000 tonnes.
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
