We have decided to issue the variation for 1-7 Tywn Oaks operated by Tywn Oaks Property Management Limited.

The permit number is VP3526XB.
A recent compliance site visit undertaken by Natural Resources Wales highlighted that the existing permitted National Grid Reference for the sample point was incorrect.  The Operator has applied to amend the National Grid Reference of the sample point to ST 34493 91236 from ST 34553 91267.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
