Climate change adaptation survey

As an operator of an EPR permit, you need to understand if climate change impacts could increase the risk of an environmental incident or non-compliance with your permit. 
We expect you to assess climate change impacts that have already occurred and those that will occur in the future. Climate change impacts need to be embedded into your procedures for assessing the risk of environment incidents and non compliances and for planning and carrying out the necessary measures to control them.
Guidance on best practice for climate change adaptation is continually improving and we are now seeking to review the extent to which EPR operators are aware of and implementing good and best practice related to climate change. 
We have developed a short online survey to gather this information to better understand what guidance and measures operators use or plan to use for climate change adaptation. We will use this information as intelligence to inform and shape our future regulatory approach to climate change adaptation, whilst providing an opportunity for us to engage with regulated facilities and review progress in future years. 
The impacts of climate change are site specific and geographically unique therefore, if you have more than one site in Wales, you will need to complete the online survey for each.
The online survey is mandatory, will take approximately 45 minutes to complete and should be based on your current position. Failure to satisfy the formal Information Notice (by completing this online survey) could result in formal enforcement action being taken by NRW against your company which affect your EPR subsistence fees in the next financial year. To complete this online survey you will need to know what standards and guidance you have used or plan to use for climate change adaptation. 
You must complete the mandatory online survey via the link provided by 8 November 2024.
