Key issues of the decision 

This variation is to change from a Tier 3 bespoke permit for a waste transfer station facility and an end-of-life vehicle (ELV)depollution facility to a standard rule set that allows for metal recycling, vehicle storage, depollution & dismantling (authorised treatment). 
We have therefore assessed the removal of the activities that are no longer permitted upon issue of the variation i.e. the waste transfer station facility.
The operator has confirmed that no wastes other than ELV and metals have been accepted at the site. The areas of the site originally allocated for the storage and treatment of green waste, glass, wood waste  and constructional waste have been used for metals storage, which is permitted and will continue under the standard rule set.
