We have decided to issue the variation for Ammanford Metal Recycling operated by Ammanford Recycling Limited. 
The permit number is EPR/RP3098FM/V005
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

Key issues of the decision 

Background
This variation is varying the bespoke End of Life Vehicle facility to become two standard rule sets:
· SR2008 No20 – vehicle storage, depollution & dismantling (authorised treatment) facility; and 
· SR2008 No21 - metal recycling site. 
A T9 exemption to process scrap metal is also being replaced by the SR2008 No21.
Previously the operator had applied under application references PAN-018231 and PAN-018320 to replace the T9 exemption with a new standard rules permit (SR2008 No21) and vary the existing bespoke permit to an SRP covering end of life vehicles (SR2008 No20). Both PAN-018230 and PAN-018231 were refused mainly due to operator competence issues.

Current situation
We have made the decision to issue the variation for the following reasons:
· Improved compliance at the site- 16/04/24 Compliance Assessment Report CAR_NRW0044052 and 26/11/2024 Compliance Assessment Report CAR_NRW0045734 
· Adrian Leigh Stewart is no longer one of the Technically Competence Manager for the site. David Andrew Evans is now the sole Technically Competence Manager for the site.
· Adrian Leigh Stewart is no longer in control of the day to day running of the site.

While operator competence is not required to be assessed for variations as standard, given the history of the site the Operator competence sections of Annex 1 have been completed.

Relevant qualification for SR2008 No20 (vehicle storage, depollution & dismantling (authorised treatment) facility) is MROC2 which is not held.
