During this time it would be expected any changes required would have been made. Furthermore the planning conditions are for waste to stop being accepted on site end of October 2024 and for restoration to be completed by end of October 2025.

All wastes proposed will be used for capping and restoration. It was confirmed during determination that recovered waste will not be required for the construction of the soil buttress as originally proposed in the application.
