	Yes. The proposed location(s) for the burial of the asbestos containing materials has been altered from the location stated in the approved deployment application. It is also proposed that the ACM impacted soils will be covered by a marker membrane prior to the placement of clean cover soils. The marker membrane is speciﬁed in the Recovery Plan.

In order to further reduce the potential for any future excavations to encounter the buried ACM, the excavation required for the burial of asbestos is proposed in three locations to avoid service corridors, drainage and roadways. The excavations required will be undertaken sequentially (by others) ahead of asbestos handling works.

We have completed a preliminary review of application PAN-027384. The application form states that the following is changing from the approved application (PAN-024856):
· burial locations of the treated materials (ACM impacted soils with larger pieces of ACM removed)
· ACM impacted soils once deposited will be covered with a marker membrane and then clean soil.

Neither the deposition (burial) or covering of the treated material are listed treatments in the permit held (SR2008 No27- see attached), therefore they were not “approved” by PAN-024856, nor can they be amended in this application. If these are the only elements of the project that are changing, then this application is not necessary. 
 
Regarding the treated material to be deposited, you must ensure that this action is completed under the correct legal permission. If the material is deemed not waste, this would be an approved DoW CoP agreement. If this the material is still waste, then it will need a recovery exemption, recovery permit, or disposal permit. But these cannot be assessed or approved under this application. 

We will therefore return this application to you including the whole application fee as a gesture of goodwill.

Response received from applicant 06/01/25:
The location of the proposed areas where the treated material is to be retained has changed slightly compared to the initial application. 
All other methodologies remain broadly the same.
A DowCop MMP will be prepared & submitted to cover regulatory aspects of re-using made ground.

We assume we can commence work under the existing permit [PAN-024856] on the proviso that at MMP is in place. 
This was always the intention and way set out in the original application.
I would be grateful for you confirmation of this point.
