“Before the commencement of operations, a background study will be undertaken to define the baseline to which results obtained during the works would be compared. The background study will be conducted by the methods described in the following subsections.” We would have expected these to have already to be obtained.
Odour section refs “turning of windrows” this is not mentioned elsewhere in the application. It is not clear how this is relevant to the proposed activities.

Dust section mentions access roads, internal routes- none of the supplied plans show where these are.

Dust section mentioned wheel wash but this is not mentioned or shown on any plans

Noise sections refer to (offsite) receptors.
Plant type is not specified.
Noisy activities such as crushing.

Water section refers to Boverton Brook. This is not shown on any plans. There is no site drainage information or a site drainage plan.
No information on the sump other than its existence has been given. 

Ap E (Appendix E) indicates “Boundary Monitoring Positions A – F” but these are not shown on any site plans provided.
