Areas of 7-12 degree slope (yellow) are on the edge of fields 2, 3 and 4, 17 and 18 (Tylebrithos) in addition to small sections of 12 + degree slope (red) in 2, 3 and 4. The border in which the slope crosses out of the spreading are has a 20m no spread buffer to prevent run off due to an ancient woodland. The rest of the slope are contained to the spreading area.

Fields 1, 2, 3 and 4 (block 1) have very minimal areas of 7-12 degree slope and 12 degree plus slope. There are 50m buffers on the borders next to the watercourse due to them being SAC/SSSI, in addition to the areas of sloping being very small. Run off risk low. Fields 1 and 2 (block 2) have larger areas of 7-12 degree slope and small 12 degree plus sloping areas. There is a lack of sensitive receptors in proximity of these fields.
