4. Details of our assessment
Natural Resources Wales (NRW) Officer Chris BURGE and enforcement apprentice Mark O’GORMAN 
attended D&E Scrap Metal LTD, permit reference number EPR-BB3290CW, at 11:15am on Wednesday 5th 
February 2025 to conduct an unplanned site inspection. The weather conditions were dry and sunny at the 
time of visit. Officer BURGE met with Technically Competent Manager (TCM) Ms. Tania EAGLE .

 

PERMIT INSPECTION 

 

The general housekeeping of the site was of a good standard, and the infrastructure on site appeared to be 
in good order with no cause for concern. There were no offensive odours and / or excessive dust or noise 
witnessed by NRW Officers whilst on site.

 

Photo 1 and 2  show the End-of-Life (ELV) bay with a car partly depolluted. The area is fully bunded and all 
liquids stored within suitable storage tanks with no losses of containment witnessed by NRW Officers.
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The site  operates on an impermeable surface which appeared to be in fair condition. – See photo 3., The 
operator  was advised to undertake regular checks of the surface and ensure that any damage which may 
affect the integrity of it is repaired and maintained accordingly.

 

Photo 4 shows a small area of site where the flooring surface requires repairing. The site are aware of this 
and have planned to repair the flooring however due to the cold temperatures they are unable at this time. 
Officer BURGE was satisfied that this does not affect the impermeable surface however reminded the 
operator to undertake floor repairs at the earliest opportunity to prevent potential pollution. The site 
drainage is via an interceptor which is emptied biannually and was of no concern at the time of the 
inspection.
