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Detailed river network:
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There are several modified attributions which run along the border and through the Gotrel farm fields. All the borders in which a modified attribution runs along have been appropriately buffered via a 10m no spread zone. The modified attribution through the centre of the fields Is also part of a large no spread zone, at least 10m either side, no action required. 
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A modified attribution runs along the bottom border of T-G 17/18. This has been appropriately buffered with a 10m no spread buffer zone on either side of the attribution. The attribution and drain that are seen at the most southern point of T-G 20/21 have also been appropriately buffered with a 10 no spread buffer zone in along the section it borders. No action required. 
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Several modified attributions run along the west border of field F Isaf 2. The section of field that runs adjacent to the water course has a 10m no spread buffer zone imposed. No action required.

As shown in the spreading map the areas with the greatest slope have been buffered out to protect the water ways from potential run off. The elevation profile of the steepest slope also indicates run off would not be in the direction into the watercourse. All other areas of slope 7-12 degrees (black) are mainly contained within the fields and due to the waste type and application method, including each application not exceeding 50 t/ha, no runoff risk is perceived. 






Field 18/19, 15 and 17 all have areas of >12 degree slopes (blue). As shown in the spreading map the areas with the greatest slope have been buffered out to protect the water ways from potential run off. The elevation profile of the steepest slope also indicates run off would not be in the direction into the watercourse.
