	Waste types
	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 
We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes for the following reasons:
· the proposed wastes are suitable for the nature of the permitted activity
· the operator has given valid reasons for inclusion of other wastes (metal cans and cardboard) that are not part of the primary activity
· appropriate measures for acceptance, storage and processing have been included in the permit and identified by the operator
· the appropriate measures are in place to prevent fugitive emissions.
We made these decisions with respect to waste types in accordance with ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’.

	

	Incorporating the application
	We have specified that the applicant must operate the permit in accordance with descriptions in the application, including all additional information received as part of the determination process.  
These descriptions are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.
We have incorporated relevant technical guidance documents such as ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’, Sector Guidance Note IPPC S5.06: Guidance for the Recovery and Disposal of Hazardous and Non-Hazardous Waste and Fire prevention and mitigation plan guidance - Waste Management.
We have also incorporated relevant process documents, provided by the operator into the permit to ensure that proposed management of risks from the activity are followed.


	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions. 
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Technical competence
	Technical competency is required for activities permitted.
The operator is a member of an agreed scheme. Mr. Ryan Moulton holds the:
· primary award of Waste and Resource Management- Physical Processing (3VWRMa) which can be used for MROC1- Non-hazardous transfer with treatment and Material Recovery Facilities; and
· continuing competency of Treatment Non-hazardous waste (TMNH) valid until 28/02/2026.
The operator satisfies the criteria in RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Relevant convictions
	Our Enforcement Database has been checked to ensure that all relevant convictions have been declared.
