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Good afternoon,

Thank you for the meeting yesterday.

James and I have been through the charging tool (doc ref 100123523_ChargingBanding_AFA January 2025) and we believe the attached reflects the DAAs that are being applied for. We believe the majority of the DAAs listed in the MSD are incidental to the S5.4 AD activity and, therefore, would not be waste activities that would need an Environmental Permit if they were not part of the installation.

For reference we have included:
Listed activity - Anaerobic digestion – s5.4 Part A (1) (b) (i)
DAAs (other activities)
· Physical pre-treatment of waste (we understand this to mean the THP and dewatering activity)
· Digestate storage (we understand this to mean the storage of digested cake)
· Waste oil storage (this is currently on the CHP permit, although we do not understand why as we believe that this is incidental to the CHP maintenance activity and is not brought into the site as a waste. However, it is clearly an existing activity listed so we agree to keep this in the charging tool).
· Storage of liquid waste (although we believe this is incidental to the AD process, we understand this to mean any sludge storage asset post AD prior to a dewatering activity taking place as these activities could still occur without going through the AD process, which is why is was included).  We would like further clarification on the reason for the inclusion of this. It does not affect the fee to be paid however.

On reviewing other issued IED permits e.g. Eign we have identified other new DAAs, such as biogas storage and OCUs (however, this is incidental to the installation and would not need an EP if they were not part of the installation (it would not necessarily need to be in place if the AD was not operating).  These have been excluded from the charging tool on this basis. 

Additional assessments include the odour impact assessment which we have added to the tool.

Based on the above we believe the fee to now be £20,661. According to our records DCWW (or DCC on the tool) have already paid £17,039 (payment ref RFP02632, paid on or around 27/09/2024). Therefore, the remainder to be paid is £3,622. Please confirm that you agree with this payment and DCC will supply the payment reference details and an updated F1 form to account for the additional payment required.

Also please find attached a document - 100123523_Documentreferences_AFA January 2025 amended – which provides a list of documents, dates and mechanism by which they were submitted to NRW for the permit variation application.  It also identifies which documents are the current ones and which ones are superseded and can be removed.
