Invalid Applications
Application number PAN-029212, PAN-029213 & PAN-029214
We have received your applications for new water resources licences, however we are unable to accept them as valid. Please read the letter below which outlines what further information is required.
Linked Applications
It would appear that the above applications are linked, ie relate to the same project and will abstract water from the same source, although this was not stated in the application forms. Please confirm whether our assumption is correct or not. These are linked in the sense that they are all on the same project, carrying out the same work, but the applications have been split by groundwater body – see “Overview of abstraction licences map”
Each application notes that abstraction will only occur at one point at a time. Is this true across the three applications or could abstractions under each licence occur simultaneously? Apologies, that was a miscommunication – at any one point there could be up to 3 abstractions, across the 3 licences (depending on the work area, all 3 could be on one licence, or 1 across each)
Additional Supporting Information Required to Support the Applications
The following additional supporting information is required for these applications.

· A comprehensive Hydrogeological Impact Assessment (HIA) (as per the Environment Agency Guidance, which can be found online here - Hydrogeological impact appraisal for dewatering abstractions - GOV.UK), which should include an explanation of the values used in the Radius of Influence Calculations. A hydrogeological desktop study and preliminary risk assessment has been produced, see attached “250519 Penrhos DTS & PHRA V2”, Additionally the radius of influence has been explained in see “250612 TN 21696 ES Penrhos - Dewatering Abstraction Volumes Tech.Note” These documents will be updated once the final GI factual report has been provided. 
· A more detailed explanation of the how the proposed works will be undertaken along with an estimate of the timeline and scheduling. This has been completed, see attached ________
· The Technical Note refers to a Site Plan and Sectional Drawings of the Cable Route Elevation but these have not been provided. Please ensure all plans/drawings referenced in the new HIA are provided to support the application. Please see “Penrhos HCSM Study Area with LiDAR” attached. 
Clarification of Abstraction Quantities
Please explain how the requested maximum abstraction quantities relate to the dewatering calculations. Please see “250612 TN 21696 ES Penrhos - Dewatering  Abstraction Volumes Tech.Note” attached 
Map(s) Showing Abstraction Points Alongside Rights of Access
Please provide a map(s) clearly showing that the abstraction points are within the area that you will have rights of access to whilst undertaking the construction work. At present, the cable route has been agreed with regards to rights of access and is displayed on the “Overview of abstraction licences map”. All abstraction points are along the cable route and thus within the rights of access. 
Map Showing Abstraction Points
The map provided for application PAN-029214 is a duplicate of that provided for PAN-029212 and does not match up with the abstraction and discharge points in form WRD. Please provide the correct map for this application along with clarification of the NGRs for all of the abstraction points. This has been corrected, see “Holy Island Abstraction and Discharge Points”
These are the NGR for points across all 3 licences. A1-A8 are Holy Island.

Pre-application Advice
You note in the application forms that you have not sought pre-application advice but we received a request for pre-application advice from Morgan Sindall (PPN-01416) that does appear to relate to this project. Please advise whether this pre-application request relates to these applications or not. Pre-application advice was sought, but no discussions were made prior to submission. 
Rights of Access
We need to see that you have rights of access to the sites before we can validate these applications. The only supporting information at present is an email indicating that documents are currently with solicitors. Even if the documents have not been finalised, we need to see unsigned copies for the validation of the applications. We will then need to see signed copies before the licences can be issued. The rights of access supporting documentation will need to clearly show that you have rights of access to the land from which you will abstract water, so should tie in with the map(s) requested above. The head of terms for the rights of access has been attached – “Head of Terms – Penrhos 281123”
Reference to Hydropower Capacity
In form WRD, for PAN-029213, you have included reference to the capacity of a hydropower scheme. Please advise if this was included in error since the application is not for an abstraction licence to support a hydropower scheme. This was an accident, it is no relation to a hydropower scheme. 
If we have not received the information we have asked for within 10 working days from the date of this letter, we cannot accept your application and we will return it to you, along with your application fee.
