4m3 of spent sheep dip will be disposed of 1 day per year on a dedicated area of land in a field at SN 62154 83631. 

A dilution of 1 part spent sheep dip to 3 parts water will be applied by tanker at a rate of 20m3 of diluted liquid per hectare. Discharge will take place during more favourable conditions in August.
