Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Plot D, Former Airfield operated by Marshall Construction (West Yorkshire) Limited.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-027475.
The permit number is EPR/DB3498FA.
This permit regulates a temporary discharge of abstracted groundwater as a result of de-watering in order to commence a part of a commercial development at Plot D, consisting of proposed storage and distribution unit with ancillary offices, associated accesses, car parking, service yards, security gatehouse, electricity substation, pump house and landscaping. Another part of this commercial site: Plot B is served by permit EPR-DB3296CG, due to commence: 01/08/2025. A third site will also be developed in the future.

The abstracted groundwater will be pumped into temporary lined holding lagoons allowing for settlement and subsequently pumped through a silt buster. The abstracted groundwater is finally discharged into surface water drainage ditches at Headwalls 002 and 003 leading to Shotwick Brook, or Shotwich Brook directly, Points 001 and 004.
The discharge will have a maximum flow rate of 5 litres a second from 4 discharge points, with a maximum rate of 20 m3/day. Only one discharge will take place at any one time.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
· Suspended Solids (measured after drying at 105oC) – 50 mg/l
•	pH between 6 -9

The suspended solids limits has been set at the Water Quality Standard of 50mg/l in order to protect the receiving watercourse.
