Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for dewatering treatment system serving the construction site at Corwen Wastewate Treatment Works operated by Eric Wright Water Limited.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-028538.
The permit number is EPR/DB3596CZ.
The permit regulates a temporary discharge of abstracted groundwater as result of de-watering in order to construct a new Humus Tank which requires circa 5 – 6 metre deep excavation to construct.

The discharge will be treated by a siltbuster lamella unit which will removed suspended solids. As there are superficial clay deposits, coagulants such as Polyaluminum Chloride and flocclants such as Ferric Chloride may be added. The abstracted groundwater will then be discharged directly in the River Dee. The discharge will have a maximum flow rate of 84.9 litres/second.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the sites been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.

Although an Appendix 4 has not been completed for the River Dee SSSI which the abstracted groundwater discharges directly, it is included in the Form 1. This is because the River Dee is also designated as the the River Dee and Bala Lake SAC which has the same features as the SSSI.

Formal consultation has been carried out with Dŵr Cymru Welsh Water because the discharge is within the Dee-Ceiriog to Alwen Drinking Water Protected Area.

	The permit conditions

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
· Suspended solids (measued after drying at 105oC) – 50 mg/l
· Total Aluminium at Al – 1,000 µg/l
· Total Iron as fe – 1,000 µg/l
· pH between 6 and 9
The suspended solids limits has been set at the Water Quality Standard of 60mg/l in order to protect the receiving watercourse.
The total Aluminium limit has been set as the MAC.
The Iron limit has been set as the maximum EQS.
The pH limit has been set in order to safeguard the receiving environment.
